Recognizing the community needed assistance navigating this unprecedented situation, 
the United Way partnered with the Community Foundation of Greater Flint and the 
Shiawassee Emergency Operations Center creating two funds for relief.

SHIAWASSEE COUNTY COVID-19 RESPONSE
Committed to supporting the basic needs of the community exacerbated by the Coronavirus pandemic, on 
March 25, 2020, the UWGC launched the Shiawassee Covid-19 Relief Fund. Thanks to the generous support 
from many individuals and companies including Meijer, Huntington National Bank, Cargill and the Cook 
Family the UWGC quickly raised $60,768 to aid the community, taking no administration fees. The UWGC 
continued to raise funds receiving dollars through the CARES ACT and Chicago Community Trust. In total 
the UWGC has provided $305,478 to Shiawassee nonprofits during the peak of the pandemic to date.

In addition to supporting 14 Shiawassee nonprofit organizations (found on page 8), the United Way provided 
$100,000 to launch the Supporting Our Area Restaurants (SOARs) meal distribution program. SOARs 
distributed prepared meals from locally owned Shiawassee restaurants to individuals in need. In total 
10,424 seniors, adults and children received a hometown meal. The funds, awarded to the Shiawassee 
Family YMCA, supported meals provided by:
